It's common sense. Just imagine how people should interact with each other.

Avoid taking people’s food

Avoid pinching

Avoid screaming around

Avoid taking a dog’s bones or toys

to a dog’s face

Avoid bothering animals
when they are resting,
Let sleeping dogs lie.

Avoid grabbing tail/ears

Avoid climbing on or trampling

Avoid hugging.
Most dogs dislike it.

Awvoid hollering and shouting.
Use your "inside” voice instead.
