Any animal found in the City after the time period specified above will be impounded and disposed of as an unredeemed animal, and the owner or keeper of such animal has no right to redeem such animal.

Because this animal is declared a public nuisance that must be removed from the City, a person having a legal interest in the animal may appeal from the notice within 48 hours after receiving it, pursuant to BMC 6.24.160.
